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Synod Assembly SummarySynod Assembly Summary  
 

 Bill Bell and I attended our synod assembly May 15-17 in Lansing.  The theme was to 
seek an undivided heart of service to God as both an individual and community of be-
lievers.  We were reminded of the importance of seeking passionate spirituality and 
connectedness with God.  We were reminded that the church is at its best in times of 
crisis.  We were reminded that when we seek out those people and experiences that are 
other than ourselves we are often blessed more than the help and assistance we give.  

We were reminded what it means to be the church in a world of need. 

 

We were able to meet some of our partners in ministry from other countries.  We were 
given a chance to worship together as a synod and attend a variety of workshops related 
to ministry.  During worship we presented the synod with $500 for world hunger and 
$800 for living waters ministry on behalf of our church.  We also voted on one resolu-
tion that related to the sexuality recommendations being addressed this summer at the 

national church wide assembly. 

 

This summer the national church will be voting upon a resolution that will seek to rec-
ognize same sex marriages of committed monogamous couples ordain for rostered min-
istry gay men and women in such relationships and find a way to respect the divergence 

of opinions regarding this topic. 

 

 For detailed information you can go to the ELCA web site at http://www.elca.org/ and 
click on “what we believe” and then “social issues” to find the current report on human 
sexuality.  This will provide a detailed reading of the sexuality report and recommenda-
tions.  You may also contact the office for a copy if you would like to review the sexu-

ality report. 

 

 Resolution A would have requested on behalf of the NWLM synod that the rules and 
procedures of the national church wide assembly adopt a super majority vote of 2/3 or 
better to adopt the sexuality recommendations.  The current rules allow for a simple 
majority vote to adopt the sexuality recommendations mentioned above.  The resolution 

was defeated by a narrow margin. 

 

 It is time to begin our prayer for the work of our national assembly to be held this sum-
mer.  There are many issues the church will consider this summer besides the sexuality 
report.  Please begin praying that the national assembly will be reflective of God Holy 

Spirit and direction for our church. 

 

 Feel free to contact Bill Bell or Pastor Rob to discuss any matters regarding the assem-
bly.  Pastor has reported to council regarding the assembly.  We will be taking future 
action per a request of the synod to support the new synod offices being built in Dewitt, 
MI.  The center for mission and ministry will serve as a center for education, office 
space and a church within our synod.  More will be reported as this plan is further de-
